A. EXPLANATION OF REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS
1. One (1) duly executed and acknowledged original RLM-101A form must be submitted;

2. One (1) duly executed and acknowledged original Power of Attorney and/or Corporate Resolutions must authorize one or more named persons to act for or behalf of the owner in making application for registration of the vessel and to perform all acts necessary to accomplish the registration; 

3. One (1) original Builder’s Certificate dated not earlier than ten (10) days prior to registration and/or Bill of Sale to Owner, duly executed and acknowledged. Acknowledgment may be subscribed by Liberian Special Agent, Liberian Consul, notary public, or other officer authorized to administer oaths by the law where acknowledgment is made; 
4. Confirmation of Class is issued by the vessel’s current Classification Society and should be dated no earlier than ten (10) days and received at least one (1) day prior to registration.  It may take the form of a Confirmation of Class Certificate or an Interim Classification Certificate which certifies or confirms the vessel is classed, the assigned ship type/classification/annotation and whether there are any outstanding recommendations or conditions; 

5. Class Statement or Affidavit is also issued by the vessel’s current Classification Society and must be received prior to the date of registration/closing.  The Statement should contain the following information:

a. A Status of Survey Report,
b. Details of any outstanding conditions and/or recommendations/deficiencies relating to class or statutory certificates,
c. A list of the relevant statutory certificates which class is prepared to issue on behalf of Liberia, and 
d. Any reason(s) why the vessel is currently not fit to proceed to sea;
6. Proof of Liability Insurance can be in the form of P&I cover note, Certificate of Entry, Confirmation of Entry, or Declaration of Entry. Proof must include coverage of owner’s crew repatriation obligations. A copy of Proof of Liability Insurance will be acceptable if received directly from the P&I club;

One (1) original or copy of Application for Minimum Safe Manning Certification;

One (1) original or copy of form RLM-297 (2 pages) identifying the “Company” and the “Designated 

Person” must be submitted; and

One (1) original or copy of CSR Declaration Form to be submitted by the shipowner in order to effect the initial registration of a Liberian vessel (Form RL-5004). 
B. EXPLANATION OF ADDITIONAL REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS

1. VESSEL OWNERSHIP - A vessel registered in Liberia must be owned by a Liberian corporation,
registered business company, limited partnership or LLC, or by a Foreign Maritime Entity (FME) (an entity existing in another jurisdiction and registered in Liberia for the purpose of owning or operating a vessel).
Please note that before any documents, in particular mortgage documents, are prepared, the availability of the name of the owning entity (whether the vessel is to be registered with a Liberian corporation, etc. as owner or with a foreign entity registered as a foreign maritime entity as owner) should be ascertained.  The Registry is not able to accept two entities of any kind with the same or a very similar name. 

In order to ensure the prompt registration of a vessel under the Liberian Flag, it is advisable to complete the registration of a ship owning entity (whether Liberian or FME) at least three (3) days prior to scheduled registration of the vessel. LISCR’s Corporate Department can be reached at corporate@liscr.com. 

2. One (1) duly executed and acknowledged original Application for Waiver of Ownership must be submitted 


for a ship owning entity filed as a FME (use form RLM 101A);

3. One (1) duly executed and acknowledged original Affidavit of Non-Registration must be submitted in the 

event there be a gap in time between the date the vessel was sold to the Owner and the date it registers in the Liberian Registry;
4. One (1) original or electronic original Blue Card for the Bunker Civil Liability Convention for Oil 

Pollution Damage, 2001 (Bunker Convention) must be submitted for vessel of more than 1,000 gross tons (required as of November 21, 2008);
5. One (1) original or electronic original Blue Card must be submitted for tankers carrying more than 2,000


net tons of oil in bulk as cargo; 

6. One (1) original or copy of Application for INMARSAT Terminals must be submitted directly to LISCR’s 
Inmarsat Activation Department at inmarsatactivations@liscr.com ; the form can be found at http://www.liscr.com/liscr/Maritime/InmarsatActivations/tabid/198/Default.aspx; and

ISSC must be obtained prior to sailing. The Ship Security Assessment and Ship Security plan must be submitted to the Administration preceding the Interim Security Verification (ISPS Code/19.4.2).
Note: In case of any changes in closing date, owner must ensure that P&I proof, BCLC and CLC Blue Cards remain valid and cover the vessel as of the new registration date.

Please note that a Temporary Radio License valid for 90 day will be issued upon registration of the vessel based on the Application for Official Number (RLM-101A).
